This program will explore Vlad Tepes, also known as Vlad the Impaler 
or Vlad Dracula, as well as other Eastern European Vampires, and their 
inø uences in the stories and literature that we know and love.

Literature.  She is a two-time Fulbright Scholarship recipient, haing         
visited the Ukraine in 2010 and Moldova in in 2016. She conducts 

research primarily on Russian and East Eurpean literature, including Slavic folklore, and she has 
led student groups to Poland, Ukraine, Russia, India, South Africa, and Western Europe.  Origi-

nally from Albany, NY she lived in Chicago and taught at both the University 
of Illinois in Chicago and Columbia College, before moving to Roanoke. She is 
married with two grown sons.
